“Keep praying for the missionaries in Colombia”


This is a call from an Australian missionary here who has been kidnapped and taken hostage for 11 days in the month of May by the Guerrilla. Read his testimony on the right.


I also had my encounter with a Guerrilla. I was in the boys house of JUCUM (Juventud can una Mision) in town when man dressed in worn clothes with a worn backbag came to the door. (I have been told not to let strangers in). He read aloud what was written on my T-shirt “Jesus Christ” and he started speaking English to me (everybody here speaks Spanish). He asked if he could come in because he wanted to talk about “Jesus Christ” pointing to my T-shirt. I was very suspicious about him, so I asked him why he doesn’t go to church, and he said that he is from the mountains and that there is no church. I was puzzled because there are churches in every little village, until he said in perfect English “I am a Guerrilla”…”Will you let me in?”…I stayed calm, but my mind started going 400Mhz thinking… “We are in trouble now”. Then I said no, I can’t let you in, then he said; OK Thanks, and he walked off, I called after him that there is a church further up the road.


Later I heard that he went to the girls house where he had a good talk with a brother, who told me that this Guerrilla man was sincerely seeking God because he heard about God and saw miracles by 2 missionaries who were taken hostage years ago and over whom he stood guard. About those missionaries it is known that they did not survive the ordeal. But obviously they did leave a great testimony behind, which is putting this man to seek God. So when I remember this man say “Jesus Christ” it came through the mouths of those missionaries who taught him to say so. 








The testimony of the liberated missionary Edward Smith in Colombia:


On 13 May 2000 we had an open-air meeting with the villagers in a remote place when it started raining and everybody went to seek shelter. Then came a group of armed men and took four of us with them in our car. They were obviously afraid to meet the Paramilitary*, and I am happy we did not meet them. After hours of driving and hours of walking they let the other three go, and after a while we arrived at the camp. All 20 Guerrillas were very kind and the food was good. The leaders were dealing with my family the following days about the ransom by cellular. Together with a Catholic Priest were released 24 of May after a reasonable ransom was paid. I was very happy I had my Bible with me that time and that I could share the Gospel. Thanks a lot for your prayers.

*The Paramilitary is for the government but doesn’t keep the rules. They fight against the Guerrilla according to the principle an eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth. They lift people out of their bed if they are suspected to collaborate with the Guerrilla and execute them before family and press.

We are almost done digging the foundation of the childrenhouse. The hole will be 6.50meter x 6.50meter x 2.65meter deep (1meter is 3feet). That will also be the underground watertank in which water can be pumped by a tankboat, which delivers water. The house is just 300 meters from the beach. Now I will start preparing how to get all the sand and gravel and cement over to the island, we might have to spend some money on transportation there.
