Assignment #3: Annotated Works Consulted, due 6/9

Directions: Construct an Annotated Works Consulted list of five different sources from your library research that discuss relevant views on your poems. (One book and four articles are recommended.)

Annotated Works Consulted Guidelines:

· A Works Consulted list is like a Works Cited list, however, it includes sources you have read instead of those you have summarized, paraphrased, and/or quoted in an essay.

· See Works Cited list on pgs. 206, 219-220 in BH for formatting. The only modifications you need to make are to the title of the page—Annotated Works Consulted instead of Works Cited—and add one paragraph summaries to your sources. There is a sample Annotated Works Consulted list on my web page. 
· To annotate means to take notes; underneath each source, include a paragraph (4-5 sentences) that briefly summarizes the source. Within the summary, note the main ideas that are discussed within the source and how the source is relevant to your evaluation.

1. Rough draft of your Annotated Works Consulted list

2. Final draft of your Annotated Works Consulted list

Assignment #4: Persuasive Essay, due 6/16 (no class, just drop off papers)

Directions: Compare and contrast two poems from the list below in order to evaluate them. Which is more satisfying and effective poetry and why? Use sources from the library to support your evaluation. See sample comparison and contrast essay in your Literature book on page 2158.
Poems to compare: 

· Robert Herrick’s “To the Virgins, to Make Much of Time” and Andrew Marvell’s “To His Coy Mistress” 

· Billy Collins’ “The Names” and A.E. Houseman’s “To an Athlete Dying Young”

· D.H. Lawrence’s “Piano” and Phillip Roethke’s “ My Papa’s Waltz”

Billy Collins’ “Embrace” and John Lennon/Paul McCartney’s “Elenor Rigby”
Your persuasive essay should

· Be 4-5 pages long (not including your Works Cited list)
· Take a position on which poem is more effective and contain a clear thesis statement which expresses it

· Contain evidence to support your thesis in the form of (as many as apply) word choices (both connotative and denotative), sensory details, metaphors, allusions, symbols, theme, onomatopoeia, alliteration, assonance, form, and personification.

· Consider who the speaker and audience are.

· Identify the subject and theme of the poem. 

· Have a clear introduction and conclusion.

· Use MLA format for spacing, header info., margins, quotation integration, parenthetical documentation, and Works Cited page. 

· For your Works Cited page, make the necessary changes to your Annotated Consulted list.

· Use college level writing (appropriate tone, punctuation, grammar, organization, etc.). Avoid frequent use of “I think” and “In my opinion”

· Cite at least four sources to support your evaluation of the more effective poem. 

Your persuasive essay should NOT

· Just paraphrase the poem

· Rely more on sources’ opinions than your own.

· Be filled with slang or have a conversational tone.
