Each course must be completed with a minimum grade of "C" (2.0).  CLEP may not be used to satisfy the composition portion of the Gordon Rule Requirement.
All literature and composition courses taught by the Department of English fulfill 6,000 words of the composition portion of the Gordon Rule Requirement.
