Conducting Surveys
Surveys usually call for the development of a questionnaire. Before you compose a survey, you need to determine several things:
1. What is the purpose of surveying about my research question?

2. What information do I want to find out? (Brainstorm a list.)
3. How many questions do I want to ask? (Consider time and convenience.)

4. How many closed and opened ended questions do I want to include? 

5. Who should I survey? (Multiple groups or one?)

6. How many people should I survey? (30-50)
7. Where can I find this target population?

8. What is the most effective way to distribute them? How will I record their answers? (E-mail, give questions to them, ask them)
9. What order should I ask my questions in?
10. Are there any terms my target population might not be familiar with in my questions?

11. How will I interpret these results? (Tally; graph answers and/or find key terms in open-ended questions; connect survey results to proposal questions.) Summary, analysis, synthesis. 
Directions: Get into small groups. Have one person take notes. Write all three group members’ names on the top of the page. Take notes on the questions above before you compose your survey.

Use the sample research question to compose your survey questions. 
Be prepared to explain your rationale for your questions.
Once you get your information back, sort it out. Making a graph or chart may work best as a way to look at the information. Use class as an example.
1. If the sex, grade level, age, or occupation is the most important factor, perhaps sort answers by that criterion. 

Example, The majority of freshman (22/25) said they received lower grades than they thought they deserved for their work, while most juniors and seniors (17/20) said the grades they received seemed higher than what they deserved. 

2. Analyze the information you collected. What information surprises you? What support your research? What contradicts your research? What seems intriguing? What seems confusing? Type an analysis for your Core  folder.
