Core III: Creative Positioning

“Research is formalized curiosity. It is poking and prying with a purpose.”

Core III is about conducting secondary research on your topic. During this phase, you will become an authority on your issue, one who knows inside and out the communities involved, their claims, their reasons, their values, and their spokespeople.

While researching, you should consider that you are broadening your scope and ideas, while becoming more informed on your particular topic.  Make sure you gather sources which represent different perspectives on the issue, and that you look for solutions to include in your Core IV research paper. 

The assignment has 2 parts:

1. The Casebook

2. The Annotated Bibliography

1. The casebook brings together 10 sources that you have accessed through the library. Sources should represent a range of viewpoints on your research question. The casebook is a tool to help you consider and understand the differing perspectives of the issue you’re writing about.  It also helps you gain a better understanding of your audience by asking you to consider the communities who read and write about these issues and their assumptions. 

Guidelines in assembling sources:

· Of those 10 sources, your casebook should have mostly articles but also include at least one book. 

· You may include one A-V source if you would like. 

· Articles should be from at least three different periodicals (e.g., not just 5 articles from USA Today and 5 from the New York Times). 

· At least one of your articles should be from a scholarly journal. 

Within your casebook, you should: 


1.  Write a brief introduction (1-2 pages double spaced) to the casebook that gives readers an overview of the issue—what it is, how it began, why it is controversial—and mentions the ten articles/readings you have selected and their perspectives on your research question: What perspective does each author bring to the conversation?


2.  Include the title page of the source. Print if from a database. Photocopy if a book or A-V source.

3.  Attach a cover sheet(s) for each source (single spaced).   Each cover sheet should have the following information on it:

· MLA citation 

· Rhetorical Context for the source (see UCF’s UWC website, http://www.uwc.ucf.edu/Writing%20Resources/Handouts/rhetorical_context.htm)

· One paragraph that summarizes (see AIC pgs. 339-340 for guidelines) and analyzes (see AIC pgs. 410-411 for analysis guidelines).

· One paragraph that synthesizes how the source connects to the research you have conducted thus far and evaluates (see AIC pgs. 361 for evaluation criteria) how the source will or won’t specifically be useful in your Core IV paper.
· The length of each annotation will depend on the length of the source you are referring to, but each annotation should amount to at least a short paragraph.

4. Arrange each cover sheet and title page in alphabetical order. 

See example cover sheet and title page below.

2. The Annotated Bibliography compiles the same 10 sources but only includes the bibliographic citation and the summary/analysis paragraph. This should be formatted like a Works Cited list, except it should be titled Annotated Bibliography, and it should have paragraphs underneath each source. Many courses may require you to create an Annotated Bibliography, which is why I want you to include one.

Subject: 

What it means to be a member of the “working poor.”

Purpose: 

To help readers see their connection to the many Americans who work full-time and often cannot afford housing, food, or health care.
Audience: 

Readers of Newsweek: educated, middle-class, citizens who want a deeper version of current events.

Summary and Analysis:

Anna Quindlen is a Pulitzer-prize winning editorial writer and novelist who writes a politically/socially “liberal” editorial every other week for Newsweek. Ms. Quindlen discusses the plight of those who provide essential services to the middle and upper classes. She acknowledges that most of us make false assumptions about who are “poor” and how they got that way. She assumes that readers are ignorant of the facts about how many low-skilled jobs there are and how necessary those jobs are to servicing our middle-class lives. Using direct quotes from those who service the poor, as well as Beth Shulman’s book The Betrayal of Work, she argues to our conscience that “it’s morally wrong to prosper through the casual exploitation of those who make [our] prosperity possible.” Quindlen uses quotations from Mary Brosnahan (Coalition for the Homeless), Julia Erickson (City Harvest), U.S. Dept. of Agriculture, and Beth Shulman’s The Betrayal of Work to support her assertions. She includes a brief history of the problem and how it’s growing. And she talks directly to the reader (“Does anyone think twice about the woman who turns down the spread on the hotel bed?”) to help h/her see how we are a part of the problem. Although this source is from a popular news magazine, Quindlen is a respected and award-winning journalist. Her evidence comes from different, easily corroborated sources. As an editorial writer, she makes her position clear. She poses more questions than she answers, but she does clearly connect this problem to her readers. 

Synthesis and Evaluation:
Although this source does not contain an abundance of statistical or factual support, Quindlen’s appeal to her readers’ morality is powerful. I think my Core IV paper will be based in the same value: even if my audience is not one of the working poor, they should be concerned about people in this situation and be motivated to make their lives better. This belief is akin to Barak Obama’s words in his 2004 Democratic Convention speech, in which he said, “I am my brother’s keeper.”
