Does the writer use any figurative language? If so, label it metaphor, simile, personification, analogy, etc. If not, suggest a place where the author might integrate figurative language.

Examine the author’s transitions between paragraphs. Label them each as smooth or jerky.

What do you think the public resonance is in the author’s essay? Label the place/s where you think it is most evident.
