If we look at these arguments, I think we will notice some characteristics that hold true for most arguments. They all have the some key components.

Claim-central argument or thesis statement; what you are trying to get your audience to do or believe

An audience- a person or group whose mind you want to change
A problem- the arguer takes issue with the way things are; he or she wants something to change, whether it’s a current policy, law, process, belief, or definition 

Support- material that engages the audience to change their minds. Support can be many things: reasons, statistics, authorities, facts, examples, allusions, personal experiences, and scenarios.

Appeal to emotion-support which tries to make the audience feel _______ (guilty, nostalgia, sexual desire, happy, afraid, like dancing, etc.)

Appeal to ethics – support which tries to make the audience see the arguer as trustworthy, knowledgable, experienced with issue. Sometimes this appeal is not just in the support, but also in the arguer’s presentation. If speaking: body language and appearance and voice. If writing, _____________?

These are the parts of argument.
