Core IV Monday: How does all this strategy mumbojumbo fit into my core four?
Have students finish organization presentations (plan ahead next time)

Explain your own outline of an organizational method: Rogerian style
Go over paragraph coherence worksheet/ refer students to QA pgs. 35-45

Whatever organization strategy you use, be it Rogerian or Classical, you need to make sure your paragraphs themselves are organized and purposeful.

Ask yourself before you write each paragraph, what is the purpose of this paragraph?

Is it to give the reader background information, supply a reason that supports your claim, present opposing views and some reasons that support them? YOU NEED TO KNOW THIS BEFORE YOU WRITE EACH PARAGRAPH. 

So, before you write your essay, first ask yourself

1. What is the problem my issue presents? gays cannot marry, there are too many violent crimes with guns, people cannot agree about hazing rules or enforcement, people cannot agree about how much baseball players should be paid, scientists cannot clone stem cells/or are cloning and people don’t like it. . .Have students write down their problem and then go around the room.

2. What do YOU think is the ideal situation for this issue? Baseball players get paid enough and owners can still make enough profit, animals are not used at all in animal testing, most people don’t have reason to use a gun in a crime, most people feel good about their bodies, most people live healthy lifestyles, advertising is fair and balanced, etc. Have students write down their ideal situation and go around the room.
3. What is the first step to achieving this situation? a luxury tax, incentives (govt and consumer) to use alternatives to animal testing, educating kids (gun use, conflict resolution, most importantly: showing kids how to get out of the ghetto through vocations/education). Have students write down this and go around the room.
4. Who can I persuade to take these steps? This is your audience. baseball owners, consumers and legislators, government legislators and the people who decide school curriculum. Have students write their audience down and go around room.
5. How does this group feel about my position? oppose my position, agree with my position but unmotivated to do something, extremely oppose my position, uniformed about my issue/position. Have student write this down. If you don’t know how your group feels, you need to find this out before we meet.

6. Purpose: Are you trying to persuade this group all the way to your position or to some middle ground position or an alternative position that is neither yours nor theirs? Living wage. Ideal situation: people make enough money to live (rent, groceries, staples). Firs step: getting Floridians to write to their legislators to write a bill that proposes a living wage. Audience: Floridian low-wage workers. Uniformed on my position/issue-call to ACT/motivate
7. Argument strategy: Motivational. 

Motivational Argument Strategy

Audience: Low-wage workers in Florida

Current position: Uninformed/unmotivated

Purpose of essay: To motivate workers to write their legislators and get involved with the issue in their community

1. Introduction-one to three paragraphs-describe need or problem:

A. Low wage workers do not make enough money to pay for basic living expenses (topic sentence)
1. Define “basic living expenses” (summarize/quote source)
2. Show statistics or studies that show how many people in Florida or America are in this situation (evidence – statistics)
3. Use anecdote to show one person’s experience with not making enough (evidence – anecdote)
2. Describe negative effects or consequences of problem:

A. Describe different groups affected by issue: low-wage workers, low-skilled workers, business owners, government, taxpayers

1. Describe how specifically they are affected: 

A. low-wage and low-skilled workers as seen above cannot go on vacations, save for emergencies, buy a house, spend time with their families, educate themselves further; 

B. many business owners have a high turnover in employees because of a lack of employee loyalty, which costs them in the long run in training expenses; paying employees more will lure higher-skilled workers to apply for positions
C. government and taxpayers will not have to shoulder so much of the burden of low-wage workers who need federal assistance programs, such as welfare, food stamps, and day care programs (?)
3. Present argument or solution (thesis): a living wage would help alleviate these problems.
4. Describe “vision” of solution” - Describe how living wage would solve problem above: low-wage workers could then make enough to buy houses, work one job, and go back to school/further education, which, in turn, would create a better labor pool for businesses to choose from and more employee loyalty. Government programs would not have to put as much money into federal programs, which would help reduce taxes in the long-term. . .

5. Call to specific action: Floridians (not second person “you”) need to take action now by. . .

A. Writing legislators (list names)

B. Educating others through letters to the editors of local newspapers and company meetings

C. Petitions

D. Rallies

6. Conclude by explaining how these actions would yield your workable solution
