Terms to be familiar with:

Rhetorical situation: the broader conversation of a given argument; the people, beliefs, values, and assumptions identified with the participants in an argument. Do you know of any current rhetorical situations?

Community: A group that shares some characteristic: race, class, occupation, hobbies, loves, geography, beliefs, etc. What are some communities?

Discourse: the vocabulary or way people within a given community speak to each other. 

College students: add/drop, semester, trimester, rush, CLEP, override, etc.

English teachers: rhetoric, composition, critical thinking, etc.

Kairos: any critical moment and place and way to speak or act on an issue; consider the kairos of speaking out about:  downloading music controversy, abortion debate, Hurricane Katrina, Supreme Court nominees, parking situation at UCF, portrayal of homosexuals on television and in movies.
