How to Read RTB
1. Set a reading schedule for yourself. Do not attempt to read the homework the night before. 

2. Keep a reading journal where you respond to the reading. In this journal, you should

· Write down unfamiliar words and look them up.

· Keep a running list of who’s who (especially with the bus drivers this can get confusing) and their major personality traits.

· Try to answer the following questions after you read each section (hint: these questions may be very similar to your quiz questions). 

1. What do think Simon’s purpose in writing is? (Specify at least three.)

2. How does Simon see her sister? Describe her as if through Simon’s eyes.

3. How do other people seem to see Beth? (Give at least 2 examples)

4. What are some problems people seem to have with Beth?

5. What problems specifically does Beth seem to have?

6. Identify one of Simon’s purposes in writing. Do you think she effectively achieves this purpose or not? Why?
