What is a topic sentence?

It is generally the first or last sentence in the paragraph. It can also be implied in 1-2 sentences.

Two primary ways paragraphs can be ordered are
1. General to specific:

You begin with your topic sentence which offers a broad statement, such as
“Professors assert that student anti-intellectualism is prominent on many college campuses today,”

and move towards a specific statement such as,
“Students are more concerned with a text-message from their friends than learning how to write a coherent paragraph.”
2. Specific to general

You begin with a specific statement and move toward a general statement.
Specific sentences are what make a paragraph come alive. Specific sentences use NARQS!!!!
· Numbers 

· Authorities

· Reasons

· Quotations 

· Senses (sight, sound, smell, touch)
You don’t need to use all of theses elements, but remembering this acronym will help you think about what you should include in each paragraph.

Try to order the cut up paragraph in the order you think it is most coherent. Be prepared to explain.
