
Core 3: Researching Multiple Perspectives on Your Question

Annotated Works Consulted
Final drafts due: 3/22
Purpose: Acknowledge and evaluate sources for multiple viewpoints on your research question.

Assignment: 

Construct an Annotated Works Consulted list of six different sources from your library research that represent multiple, credible views on your research question. (One book is recommended.)
Annotated Works Consulted Guidelines:

· A Works Consulted list is like a Works Cited list, however, it includes all sources you have read (not just sources you have summarized, paraphrased, or directly quoted in an essay).
· See Works Cited list on pgs. 219-220 in BH for formatting. The only modifications you need to make are to the title of the page—Annotated Works Consulted from Works Cited—and adding one paragraph summaries to your sources. There is a sample Annotated Works Consulted list on my Web page also. 
· To annotate means to take notes; underneath each source, include a paragraph (5-6 sentences) that briefly summarizes the source. Paragraphs should be single spaced. Within the paragraphs, summarize the main point of the source and the grounds the author uses to support his or her point.
How to compose each annotated source for your Annotated Works Consulted assignment:

1. Read source

2. Read source again and annotate. Take notes on the main point of the source and the grounds it offers to support the main point. Also, take notes on how this information relates to your research question. 

3. Compose a rough draft paragraph in which you summarize the source. Your summary should discuss what type of source it is (magazine article, scholarly journal article, book, etc.); the main point of the source; the support for the main point; and how this information relates to your research question.

4. Revise your rough draft paragraph for coherence and flow.

5. Compose source entry in accordance with MLA format and compose final paragraph draft beneath it (see sample Annotated Works Consulted on Web).

Include in folder:

1. Annotated sources or copies of the title page if a book

2. Rough draft
3. Final draft

	Some sources listed do not reflect topic, though they are correctly listed mostly in MLA form.  Page numbers, URLs are missing; dates missing; works cited sources missing; not alphabetical;  volume #format incorrect.

	Entries are not compatible with topic; sources are not alphabetized; no variety of sources; lack balance, diversity of voices.  Entries incomplete, vague, or missing.
