Pretest/Post test

This test will be administered eight times. Once at the beginning, and end of each of the four lessons

Unless otherwise specified, participants are marked as correct or incorrect. A maximum of 3 attempts will be allowed for a part of any section before moving on to the next section. The administrator will record in the log book the number of attempts required to complete each activity and any additional comments in relation to that particular exercise as they occur. 

Due to its introductory nature the initial pretest will differ slightly to the others

Introduction card, most simple 4 beats

Test rhythms 64 in total. As the rhythm test requires participants to

perform two separate rhythm exercises on 8 occasions, 16 sets of rhythms will be needed, with one of each type in a set. This is 16x short simple, 16x long simple, 16x short complex, 16 x long complex

Rhythms can be repeated through out the 8 tests; however this should be kept to a minimum

Introduction

Thank you for coming. I’m going to start recording this lesson now. Start recording. For the tape: This is the (start/end) or your (1st/2nd/3rd/4th) lesson. To find out where to start and to watch how you progress I am going to administer this test to you at the start and end of each lesson.


First lesson only: Don’t worry if you can’t do it we are interested in what you learn, not what you already know. 

1- Scales

Purpose: 

To evaluate the existing knowledge of Major scales. Starting with C play then write, then if successful follow with G, D, A, E, C#. Say: 
Instruction: 

1.1- Present participant with the glockenspiel. Say: Can you play the ………… scale up and down? Observe and listen.
1.2- Provide participant with a pen and blank lined paper. Say: Now, can you write down that scale? 
2- Rhythm:

Purpose: 

To evaluate participants ability to write a rhythm they have heard and their ability to play a written rhythm, (use a ta te te ta or symbols) 

Instruction:

2.1- Present participant with the example of writing a rhythm for their condition. Say: (first lesson only): This is the format we are going to use to teach you rhythm. Don’t worry if it looks strange, we are going to teach you how to read it later. (all lessons): Pointing to the example I’m going to play you some recorded rhythms, have a go writing them down like this. 
2.2- Present participant with the rhythm card. Say: Here are some rhythms please have a go playing this back to us with the rhythm sticks.

3- Melody: 

Purpose: 

Assessing ability to write down specific melodies, and to play those same melodies from memory. Before moving onto the next melody, subjects are to successfully play and write that melody.

Instruction:

3.1- Provide student with the glockenspiel. Say: Please try playing ………. (Mary had a little Lamb is the first melody. If completed successfully in stage 3.1 and 3.2 progress through the following melodies: Hot Cross Buns, Twinkle Twinkle little star, Happy Birthday, Easy original piece, Camptown races, Hard original piece). 

3.2- Provide participant with pen and paper, Can you write that melody? 

End
At post-test only: If you practice between lessons it will affect the overall results. So please don’t practice any of this between lessons. 

Switch off tape recorder.
