The Armenian holocaust

What happened

The Armenian holocaust was the name given to the mass evacuation and related deaths of over a million Armenians by the young Turks government that lasted a long 2 years from 1915 to 1917. the Turkish government till this day do not believe that it was an act of genocide on there part and this is argued between turkey and members of the international community. This Is because the deaths of most of the  Armenians did not occur because the government ordered a mass extermination on the Armenians population, but as a result of disease famine and inter religious conflict during the first world war. 
The terrible acts started on April 24th  when the government detained hundreds of Armenian intellectuals, most of these were later executed. After this the army was sent in a forced more than a million Armenians to evacuate from most  areas all across the country of Anatolia. Many widespread massacres began after this. Many of the Armenians were deported to Syria. Many people the believe that the  evacuations was a form of mass execution and it lead to the deaths of  a lot of the Armenian population. This is was done by endless marches through desert. With no food or water, or protection from local bandits.
Armenians were also sent to “concentration camps” and it is believed that 26 of  them existed the camps were very bad and the life expectancy for the average prisoner for most of them was only 3-4 days. Not all of the camps were related in extermination of Armenians as some served as temporary transit camps, but sadly not many Armenians went to them, most of them wound up in death camps. The method of execution varied from camps and the variety of them included morphine injections ,decapitation, and  burnings, and drowning.

Some of them with physical disabilities and scarring but nearly all with mental scaring and some with mental disabilities due to these events.

A lot of Armenians did not make it through the ordeal and because it occurred during a world war not many things could be done. After the war ended the Turkish government held criminal trials and found the main people who caused the massacre guilty and executed them.
