Apartheid mean sperateness, but for the south Africans in from 1948-94 this was a social system that was enforced by white governments, this regime aimed to completely segregate blacks from whites and exclude the majority of blacks from white privileges, this mostly covered political and economic rights. The Afrikaans tried to sell this to people and give it some morality by creating a mental image of equal opportunities but exclusion from either white or black parts of there society. How ever this only favored the white community. For example the two colours were both given different taps to drink from, the white man would be provided with a nice well furnished drinking device while the blacks were left with a tap that resembled much like something you would fill your laundry bucket with. How ever because to many social and moral advancements from both sides of Africa  people started to protest and resist against the government and in 1990 the legal framework started to be dismantled although it was not completely abolished until 1994.
