Filmic tech:

Filmic tech: 

In one seen everything has dull lighting to make the area look a lot more dirty then actually is, then after the product is used. The lighting increases  and it shows a cleaned version of the bathroom tiles and the extra lighting makes it look like the tiles are glowing, giving the viewer  a false impression on how effective the product is.
Persuasive tech.

The add shows the before and after affects of using jiff exit mould, the add uses a see it to believe it approach to try and draw in the customers. And it adds a man with a strong voice and uses phrases like “blast mould with jiff exit mould” to help portray the product as a powerful bath cleaning product
