February 1, in Cambridge, Mass., a provincial congress is held during which John Hancock and Joseph Warren begins defensive preparations for a state of war. February 9, the English Parliament declares Massachusetts to be in a state of rebellion. March 23, in Virginia, Patrick Henry delivers a speech against British rule, stating, "Give me liberty or give me death!" March 30, the New England Restraining Act is endorsed by King George III, requiring New England colonies to trade exclusively with England and also bans fishing in the North Atlantic.

3. What are the conditions in France in 1775?

In 1775, France was much richer than when the Seven Years' War ended: she had a better army, a stronger navy, a less prodigal king, and more sagacious ministers.
