Identify 6 different rhetorical devices used in the funeral orations. List and define the device and provide an example of the device found in the funeral oration. Post under classwork/homework link.
Anaphora--repetition of the same word or groups of words at the beginnings of successive clauses. This device produces a strong emotional effect, especially in speech. It also establishes a marked change in rhythm.

1.  Example from funeral oration- 

“Good friends, sweet friends.”

Parallelism--similarity of structure in a pair or series of related words, phrases or clauses. This basic principle of grammar and rhetoric demands that equivalent things be set forth in coordinate grammatical structures: nouns with nouns, infinitives with infinitives, and adverb clauses with adverb clauses. 
2. “O piteous spectacle! O noble Caesar! O woeful day!”
Anastrophe--inversion of the natural or usual word order. This deviation can emphasize a point or it can just sound awkward. lt.is most effective if the author rarely writes awkwardly, as clarity draws special attention to the inverted clause or phrase.
3. “Then none have I offended.”

Asyndeton--deliberate omission of conjunctions between a series of related clauses. The effect of this device is to produce a hurried rhythm or assertive tone in the sentence.

      4.  “Friends, Romans, countrymen, lend me your ears.”
Irony--use of a word in such a way as to convey a meaning opposite to the literal meaning of the word.
5. “But Brutus says he was ambitious.”
Hyperbole--the use of exaggeration terms for the purpose of emphasis or heightened effect.

6. “My heart is in the coffin there with Ceasar.”
