1. How did Charles Darnay get his last name? Got it from his mother’s family.

2. The Defarges are both bitter revolutionaries, but they differ in many ways. 

a. How do the two Defarges differ in their attitude toward the coming revolution and their patience in waiting to see it come? Madame Defarge just sits there and doesn’t care what happens while Mr. Defarge wants to get out there.

b. How do the two Defarges differ when they hear the news about the coming marriage of Charles Darnay to Lucie? Madame Dafarge thinks it’s finally the time. Mr. Defarge is worried about Darnay.
c. How does Madame Defarge show an aspect of her character in the fear she inspires in the road mender? She is a scary women.
d. How did Defarge show courage on Gaspard’s behalf? Throws back the coin on to the carriage.
e. What traits do the two Defarges seem to have in common? Bravery, cunningness.
3. Now, long after the trial of Charles Darnay, John Barsad appears again on the scene.
