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What is the difference between free will and fate? Is man's existence determined by fate, or does he have free will?
Fate is when a man is destined by God to die on that day and there is nothing he can do at all in his power to prevent that from happening. No matter how careful the man tries to escape from his destiny he still will end up dieing. On the other hand free will is when man has the option to change his outcome. For example he can study really hard or not study at all to get an A on his test, but he is not destined to fail the test because he studied and might get an A. Another example of is whether man has the choice of jumping off a cliff to die or choosing not too, but if he is destined to die that day he will die no matter what road he takes. If he decides to get as faraway as possible from that cliff he probably will die another way, he could be run over by a car, get into a car crash, or just die on the spot. Free will is the option of having choices rather than fate only having one possibility. Man probably has both free will and fate. Man can use their free will to determine the fate. For example man has the free will to study and determine the fate that he will get an A. So it is a combination of both.
