No one really knows who actually wrote Shakespeare, many people have debated over the years that it could have been anyone. Over the past years many candidates were chosen as a possible Shakespeare because of their background, knowledge, and qualities to write. The candidates include Shakespeare himself, Christopher Marlowe, and Francis Bacon. On the other hand we came to a conclusion that de Vere might have wrote Shakespeare.

Shakespeare did not write Shakespeare because he was too uneducated to be able to write the way people said he did in all the plays supposedly written by him. Shakespeare did not write Shakespeare because Shakespeare simply acted in plays and did not write any. Shakespeare also did not write Shakespeare because his signature was different on his plays and legal documents. Finally,Bacon could not have wrote Shakespeare because Bacon had a busy live and it was hard to believe he could have also composed thirty-six plays, 154 sonnets and two long narrative poems of the quality these works exhibit.


De Vere has many reasons to be considered the real writer as Shakespeare.  He had the background in learning and the writing style from his teachers which both gave him the abilities to write, but also the style that is reflected in the Shakespearean writings.  He also put his name in many of his plays by the use of puns and his family motto.  He did this very repetitively throughout many of Shakespeare plays.  The influence that De Vere had during his life and his childhood, led him to make the same ideas an thoughts towards people to model for his plays and his other works that he wrote.  De Vere began writing as Shakespeare in order that he would not be known for what he had written, and so that he would have a separate name to write under other than his own.  De Vere had many reasons to write as Shakespeare and many facts to suggest that he was the actual writer behind aloof the Shakespeare writings.

From clues and facts, the candidates Shakespeare, Christopher Marlowe and Francis Bacon could not have wrote Shakespeare, while through facts and clues Edward de Vere wrote Shakespeare.
