“Tell all the Truth but tell it slant”

1. Tell most of the truth, but not tell the whole story.

2. Tell all the truth slant means that you tell the whole truth to a person, but change it in a way that it will not offend anyone who it normally would if it was told my someone else, by making it more appealing, and not actually telling it, but by saying it by telling a story or another indirect route of telling.
3. The major difference between the two expressions is that the, slant the truth is where you take the base of the truth and change certain parts of it, but with tell all the truth slant, means that you say all of the story instead of changing anything, but make a comparison to something that is appealing to the person you are talking to.

4. The Circuit in the context of the poem means that it is a circle that everyone is in, like the “Circle of Trust” in Meet the Parents.  If the circuit is like a circuit of electricity that no one is able to handle the complete charge or truth.  No one can tell the whole straight forward truth to another person, because it will come back in the “circle” to get them.  The truth straight out is too much for people to handle.
5. To rephrase I would say, “As the lightning to the children eased by, with any explanation of a kind.”
6. The metaphor in line 7 implies, that a person must slowly figure out the truth and let it come to be so that they are able to handle it. Truth is being compared to light, lightning, Circuit, and being able to dazzle.
