Tone Analysis
The Bluest Eye

Diction: revolted, clucking, frightened, moronic, irritated, uncomfortable, dismember, cold.
The diction gives off a frightened feeling towards the feelings of the 8 year old child. Instead of being happy and joyful after receiving her gift, she is afraid of the doll and that it is alive in some way, because it is able to take away the ways that she is happy.  She looks at the doll as being evil, and mean because she is almost an outcast to society.  She talks about how everyone else loves the dolls and how everyone else is always being seen with the dolls.  She describes the doll as being, “irritate”, “uncomfortable”, and “cold” when she tries to sleep with it.
Imagery: blue-eyed, yellow-haired, pink-skinned doll, squeaking of the baby doll, bleat of a dying lamb, round moronic eyes.
The imagery of the doll compaired to the child is what separates her from the rest of society.  Since the child is African American and the doll is, “blue-eyed” and “yellow-haired” the doll is the opposite of what she looks like and since the doll is praised with so much as being so nice and perfect, she does not see herself as being as nice as that.  The images of the hinges being “rusty” gives the connotation of the door as being dirty and disgusting.
Details: brass bed rail, metal roundness, summer wind, light, boned pulled head, yellow haired.
Language: 
The language of the passage is informal overall from a child’s point of view, but it seems that an adult would have written it, because of the flowing and the word usage.

Tones:

The writers tone towards the passage and the doll is one of curiosity to see what the doll looks like inside to make it beautiful.
The child’s view towards the doll is one of intense hatred.  She mutilates the doll not to figure out the doll, but because she wants to kill the doll to find out how it is different from what she looks like.
