Are You Prepared?

        Secondly, you must style your hair. This step is essential to your appearance. Making sure your hair is completely dry, you must make it as puffy and large as possible. Usage of gel and hairspray is a nice effect, but these products do not have to be used, because it will save time for future steps. Color and gaudy bows or headbands will add to your hair, also. You must then look in the mirror at your large hair and shake your head. The next part of the step is to wash everything out of your hair and start again, preferably making your hair look very simple and contemporary. Straightening or letting your hair air-dry is a perfect way to achieve this.
        The next step is to spray yourself with perfume or cologne. Do not directly spray this on yourself, because it will not work correctly. Spray half of the bottle of the perfume into the air. There will now be a potent mist covering the entire bathroom, if it has not all sunk to the floor. If it is still visible in the air, run or frolic through it. You must then repeat the process if any small amount of skin is not covered.
        The next step is to pick out your attire for the event. For this step, you have to pull all of your clothing items out and throw them around your room, making them visible. Now, turn off the light. Reach blindly around for garments and upon picking up several items, put them on and look in the mirror. You most likely will not match, or have no pants, one of the two.         Next, you have to pick out and put on your shoes. This step is more essential than any other step, simply because many humans will judge you by your shoes. Some humans have the ability to read your mind through your shoes, or tell your life story through your shoes. You must be very careful during this step. I have been in a very uncomfortable situation with shoes and a new person. It ended up with my being suspended over a pit of lions, but that is another story completely.
