Group Project

Details:

The group project in this course will consist of going into the community to gather information about a mental health facility.  Students will be required to put together a brochure with extensive information about a mental health facility.  The brochure will include a summary of the services the agency provides, hours of operation, history of the organization, and other important information.  The due date is on your syllabus.  No late assignments….No exceptions.
Assignment:

You will be broken into groups of two to four students and asked to find and go to a local mental health facility.  Your goal is to put together a brochure with information regarding the facility.  You will need to include all the names of the participants on the front of the pamphlet.  Within the project you will need to provide me with some important information.

History of the facility

Hours of operation

Phone #’s, email, fax

Summary of the services provided

What population do they serve?

How does one pay for the services?

What kind of professionals work in the facility?

These are the bare minimum requirements.  I ask that you make an effort to learn more about the facility and incorporate it into the project.  Call in advance and schedule a meeting with the clinic manager or supervisor.  Please put together something you are proud of.  These projects may be used to provide information to people who need the services you are investigating, so take the time to put together an impressive pamphlet. 
Grading:


This project is worth 25points (10% of your grade).  I will be looking for several things in grading them.  Have you included what I have asked for?  Did your team make a real effort to learn about this facility?  How well and clearly have you presented the information?  Finally, I know that often in group projects one person may wind up doing most of the work, however that is not acceptable.  Any complaints about group members can be privately discussed with me through email.  Be fair and divide the work fairly.  Everyone must participate.
