During the month of February, each of us will be reading a nonfiction book independently.  One of the first issues with doing so is destroying the misconceptions many people have about nonfiction texts.  When we hear nonfiction, we often think of biographies of historical figures or of our textbooks, and many people are immediately turned off to the idea of reading.  While both of these are clearly nonfiction, this does not cover the gamut of what is available to read.  I have offered you a small list with brief descriptions to give you some ideas and will gladly help you find other books if the need arises.

As far as the essay itself, you will be required to complete a 2-3 page typed essay with a very similar approach to the essay we completed as a semester final on Ray Bradbury’s “The Veldt.”  As you did with that story, you will write a review of the book you have read.  Because you will obviously included your own opinions on the book (and because they will be much deeper than simply “I liked it”), you will need to provide support from the text.  You will provide direct quotes from the book or discuss specific sections of the book to explain why you feel the way you do about the book.  You will explain whether it is a good choice to read for others.  If so, who would most likely enjoy this type of book?  If not, why do you feel this way?
