Multiple Comparisons

Multiple comparisons are used to determine which conditions differ between pairs of group means.  They fall into two categories:  priori and posteriori.

A priori comparison is one planned in advance of the experiment and often arises from predictions based upon theory and prior research.  A posteriori comparison is when the comparison is not planned in advance, usually arising after the researcher sees the data.
