St. Simons Elementary School

St. Simons Elementary School is located on St. Simons, Georgia.  The school is situated on 2.6 acres very near the Atlantic Ocean.  The school was originally built in the 1940s and is based upon a Spanish Mission.  The school was renovated in the 1990s.  Most students walk or bike to this small community school.  The school serves approximately 400 students in pre-kindergarten through the fifth grade.  The school’s learning signature is “excellence” and much attention is placed on student success.

The school is designed with many features that reflect attention to scale.  Doors have handles placed low so that students have easy access to them.  Windows are set at appropriate height to allow students to see outside areas easily.  Other fixtures and items are appropriately sized for ease of student use also.

The entrance is appealing to students, providing a non-threatening environment for students.  Halls are sufficiently wide for movement.   Circulation patterns and pathways are designed for ease of movement also.  Access for physically challenged students is adequate.    The layout of the classrooms and other areas provide sufficient space for individual, small group and large group instructional activities.  The structure of the facility provides appropriate acoustics for learning.  Classrooms have individual climate controls.

Classrooms have ample windows, allowing natural light to mix with artificial lighting.  Windows also view outside learning areas.  These areas include gardens with various items to attract the wildlife from the area.  The outside areas include both student playgrounds, as well as quiet seating areas.
