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1. GENERAL EXPLANATION

The background of the research is that there is a problem of gender inequality in the teaching of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. The problem of gender bias appears in the teaching of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. The basis of main discussion of the research is the teaching of Islamic religious studies that contain gender bias. This research is concentrated on the teaching of Islamic religious studies in the assumption of gender equality.

1.1. Background of the research

Based on the curriculum of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school with the revision in 1999 the materials of the subject contain gender bias. The implementation of the subject, consisting of gender bias, is in accordance with the main discussion in the curriculum. The process of learning Islamic religious studies in the elementary school hasn’t clarified the gender. The teacher generally hasn’t known the term gender. The curriculum of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school hasn’t prepared teachers with gender-centered view.

The materials of the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school constitute the subjects containing dogmas of gender representative. Supporting books and teachers presenting the subject tend to be gender bias. The books of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school generally are written by males and the pictures presented tend to males’ pictures. Also, examples given tend to give a priority to males. Teachers of Islamic religious studies differentiate males and females. Teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school tend to dominate activities at school. Gender bias in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school is not on the curriculum but on the curriculum implementation. The implementation of gender subject in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school is independent in the classroom and the three-quarter period. The implementation of gender representation in the Islamic religious studies is a usual subject contained in the curriculum. Gender bias in the Islamic religious studies shows up on every learning process.

Teaching learning process in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school does not touch gender subject. The interaction of teaching learning done by teachers and students uses a guide of subject that does not discuss gender although the subject represents gender. Gender is not discussed in the teaching learning process in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school in which the gender discussion is the teacher’s responsibility. Teachers in the teaching learning process do not give messages to present gender and teachers have not known about gender knowledge.

Results of teaching learning process in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school make students’ attitude not fit to general instructional goals and specific instructional goals. Goals of learning are to give achievements to students according to goals given. Learning that does not have a goal of giving gender view to students, gives outputs that are not gender-sensitive.

1.2. Research Focus

Research problems are focused on the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school that does not represent gender. Materials of learning that do not represent gender will appear on the teaching learning process of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school that have not a goal of gender representation. The teaching learning process involves teachers and students in the teaching learning interaction in accordance with the curriculum and guides of gender view. The lack of gender view for teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school is based on the fact that there is no education implementation although the curriculum represents gender. No gender education gives the outputs of learning in the elementary school gender bias.

1.3. Assumption

Every scientific research usually relies on a set of basic assumptions, beliefs, concepts or proportions, values or points of view about a main problem that will be examined (Robert Bogdan, 1982:32; Lincoln and Guba, 1984:47-69; Nasution, 1988:25-29; Lexie Maleong, 1989:33-34). The assumption of the research is that the education of gender equality is the implementation of article 5 of Pancasila to reach justice. Justice is hopefully reached by members of society with gender equality. Regarding social justice, Hartonian, H.M, (1992:163) expressed “The history of economics, for example, parallels to the development of the idea of social justice”. Meanwhile, Mansour Fakih (1999:22) said that “Manifestation of gender inequality in the economic formation, subordination, violence, stereotype and work burden takes place in every level”. Many policies, laws and activity programs present some of gender inequality.

2. SPECIFIC GOALS

This research has a goal of finding a model in the gender teaching module in accordance with the needs of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. Top priorities of gender teaching model in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school are Teachers Activity Center, Trained Regions and students of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. Materials to arrange a model of gender teaching package in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school and information as inputs to strengthen the concepts are discussed first. The specific goals of the research are presented as follows:

1. To develop teaching programs of gender equality in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school.

2. To control participation of Islamic religious studies’ teachers in the elementary school to implement gender equality in the subject.

3. To evaluate teaching learning process of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school so that the teaching contains gender equality and to evaluate a set of subjects of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school that there is gender equality.

4. To analyze students’ attitude towards gender equality in the elementary school trained though gender socialization at school.

3. IMPORTANCE OF THE RESEARCH

Results of the research findings are hopefully used in other parts

1. Materials of gender view development in arranging the curriculum of Islamic religious studies at school.

2. Immaterial contribution to increase teachers’ ability about gender equality in the elementary school so that they can change social values and gender equality culture.

3. Material contribution as gender concept module to socialize gender to teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school.

4. RESEARCH PROBLEMS

This research has problems formulated as follows:

1. What concepts of equality gender should teachers need in the Islamic religious studies?

2. How is the system of teaching Islamic religious studies in the elementary school in order that the teachers are aware of gender equality?

3. What extents are teacher roles of gender equality in fixing gender bias in the teaching learning process of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school?

4. What extent is ability level of gender equality model approach in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school in increasing gender equality among teachers and students?

5. To whom does gender equality model in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school influence?

5. THEORY FRAMEWORK

Fundamental ideas of gender education at schools begin on the concept of gender equality. Basic concept plans of gender education at school use helps of gender concepts and educational science. Gender concepts are internalized to students at schools. Gender at school follows points of vies of gender equality in which the materials are taken from gender analysis. Approach unit of gender at schools uses package units. Model packages of gender education are presented to teachers and students through socialization of gender concepts. Fundamental ideas of gender education at school begin on gender concepts from unity of education science and gender analysis, to internalize gender equality to students at school and teachers with package model approaches described as follows:

1. Gender

Gender is from the English word. Based on the New Oxford Dictionary of English, gender means “the state of being male or female (typically used with reference to social and cultural differences rather than biological ones)”. Women’s Studies Encyclopedia explains that gender is a cultural concept to make differences in roles, behaviors, mentality and emotional characteristics between males and females developed in the society. Such a behavior is attached to males and females constructed from social and cultural differences called gender bias. Gender here means males and females not from biological ones. Role differences of males and females are generally categorized to feminism.

Role and function division between males and females are considered difficult to maintain in the context of modern society. Nasiruddin Umar, (1999:55) explains that “Males and females have equal chances to get opportunities in the competition”. Changes taking place in the society show how many challenges this theory will face in the future. In the globalization era that is full of competitions, role doesn’t consider much on sex factor; however, competition power and skills are determined much.

Gender differences are not problems as long as there is no gender inequality. Regarding gender inequality Mansour Fakih (1999:12) expressed that “Gender inequality is a system or structure in which both males and females become victims of the system”. Gender inequality is manifested in a couple of injustice formations such as marginality or economic process, subordination or unimportant consideration in the politic policy, stereotype or negative label, violence, longer work burden and many burdens and socialization of ideology of gender equality. Gender differences in the process of social and culture produce gender roles and they are considered not a problem, so they are never criticized. However, what becomes problems is a structure of injustice caused by gender inequality.

Structural functionalism ideology does not directly touch female problems. However, their beliefs are that the society is a system consisting of interconnected parts (religion, education, political structure and family) and all parts continuously have balance and harmony. They can explain their position about females. Functionalism influence can be accepted in liberal feminism thoughts. Basic assumption of feminism has a root from a thought that freedom and equality are from rationality and separation between private and public. Work framework of feminism in struggle of society problems is focussed on the same opportunity and equal rights to every individual, including the opportunities and rights of females.

2. Educational Science

Educational science is obliged to explain education phenomena carried out by human beings. Education carried out by nation, society, family or individual to study something happening when human beings try. Regarding the education, based on constitutions Article No. 2 1989 about National Education System, article 1 no. 1 mentions that education is a conscious effort to prepare students through counseling, teaching and training for their roles in the future. Formal definition based on education system in the development of gender education effort at schools will be used to arrange gender modules.

Pedagogy meant in this part is the development towards an independent knowledge, with the term educational science. Educational science grows and develops until it becomes an independent knowledge to discuss realities, problems, formations and requirements of education. Regarding the education, Good, Carter V (1959:387) expressed that: The systematized learning or instruction concerning principles and methods of teaching and of student control and guidance; largely replace by the term education’. Educational science is a theoretical knowledge; it is independent, pure, is towards all education symptoms, then it is held and explained interestingly from living symptoms and examined specifically. Educational science is to learn what is happening as human being efforts to have students accustomed to use their knowledge. National education system in education efforts takes into account conscious efforts to prepare students, teaching learning process, counseling, training and role of students.

Education is a conscious effort to prepare students. Conscious efforts bring consequences that results from education must be clear and planned. Regarding conscious efforts Wronski, SP., and Bragow, D.H (1986:23) expressed: “Pieget has been responsible for a greatly increased awareness of the importance of concepts in the teaching and learning of any subject, including history. To the extent that teachers and curriculum guides have come to emphasize the centrality of concepts”. 

Teaching goals specifically are to have wanted behaviors of students as results of learning process. Regarding the teaching goals, Higher Education for American Democracy (1946:5) expressed: “Education is an institution of civilized society, but the purposes of education are not the same in all societies. An educational system finds its guiding principles and ultimate goals in the aims and philosophy of the social order in which it functions”. Teaching goals are not directly used for the sake of national education goals, but explains in specific formations reached in teaching process. National education goals are formulated by the institution of school training. The teachers are obliged to formulate instructional goals and implement goals and judge goals.

Teaching materials are the teaching content consisting of information values, facts and knowledge. Materials for the need of teaching implementation must be useful or relevant to the needs of the students and society around the students’ neighborhood. Regarding teaching materials, Switzer, T J (1986:136) expressed that "Good curricular materials are a necessary but not a sufficient condition for good teaching”. Teachers often teach related materials in the curriculum and in the books; meanwhile, the materials in the curriculum are very general. Teachers look for materials to teach. Teaching materials are in accordance with specific instructional goals namely to change students’ behavior so that students can increase their knowledge and ability.

3. Package Model of Gender Teaching in the Islamic Religious Studies in the Elementary School

Gender education at schools is a program to internalize gender equality, educational science and humanoid to students. The model of gender package is made as an effort to communicate gender education at schools. Materials of gender education at school are arranged in the package model as a teaching unit for teachers and students. Regarding model, Zais, R (1976:96) explained that “Within the double line the model shows the four components that make up the curriculum (aims, goals, objectives, content, learning, learning activities and evaluation) separated by jagged lines”. Curriculum organization can be explained in the model of unit teaching package. In accordance with model organization of teaching unit package, Woolever, R and Scoot, KP. (1987:135-136) expressed that: Our recommended approach to planning preserves an established tradition in social studies education, unit teaching. Compare and contrast a knowledge inquiry unit and a decision-making inquiry unit and tell how two are related to models for decision making. Model of gender package is made in accordance with the curriculum of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school in the package module.

Module of gender education is arranged to combine educational science and gender analysis. Gender socialization at schools internalizes gender based on gender concepts. Teaching method used with gender module is based on educational science. The implementation of gender education at schools using gender module is carried out with procedure. Gender education at school is arranged with package model by using components as follows:

3.1 Teaching Methods Used in Gender Module

Gender education defined in social and cultural context uses culture and social. Gender module in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school uses materials from society through inquiry reflective approach. Teaching method of the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school is based on society condition. Islamic religious studies in the elementary school among other science are required to use inquiry and humanoid approach. Teachers of the Islamic religious studies have a significant role in determining a teaching method. Regarding the teaching method determination, Barr R D et al. (1977:65) expressed that Whether the methodology involves role playing, various formations of grouping, the use of audio visuals, independent study, discussion, value clarification, or any specific technique, if the teacher’s intent is to assist student, to “own” problems, to inquire, to make decision, and to choose intelligently, then he or she is involved in the process of reflective inquiry. Inquiry reflective method has a various group formation and role game by explaining values, using teaching aids, study freedom, discussion or with a certain technique to solve chosen problems. Inquiry reflective approach is carried out by explaining values and choosing problems solved through discussion and studying together or using a certain technique according to available group formation.  

3.2 Implementation Procedure of Islamic Religious Studies in the Elementary School

Gender education is carried out according to the curriculum of Islamic Religious Studies in the elementary school with gender equality. Duration used with the teaching program of the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school with the subject of gender equality. The gender education in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school is carried out by a group of elementary school teacher group and teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. Training of gender module for discussion of Islamic religious teacher group is carried out by a lecturer with the knowledge of gender equality.  

3.3 Gender Concepts

Cultural and social concepts to try to make differences in roles, behaviors, mentality and emotional characteristics between men and women developed in the society. The division of the role and function between males and females has a chance of having an opportunity in the competition. Gender inequality manifested in a couple of injustice namely marginality or poor economic process, subordination or insignificant consideration in political policy, stereotype or negative label, violence, longer work burden, much burden and ideology socialization of gender role value.  The role differences of males and females generally can be categorized to feminism, which discusses female problem consisting of interrelated parts (religion, education, political structure and family) and each part has a balance and harmony. It can explain their position about females. Basic assumption of gender analysis comes from the view that freedom and equality are from rationality and separation between public and private world. Basic gender concepts struggle society problems led to the same opportunities and the same rights to every individual, including the opportunities and rights of females.

3.4 Model Rationality of Gender Package

Gender module is made with basic thought to look for a unit of gender education design at school socialized by teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. Regarding basic thought to look for a unit of design, Woolever, W. and Scoot, K P. (1987:136) expressed that “Tell what distinguishes an inquiry unit and provide a rationale for teaching this type of unit”. Model rationality of gender package constitutes information and procedure in using gender module. Basic view of gender package model describes the implementation of gender module. 

Model guide of gender package involves steps of usage, implementation of material presentation, presentation way, goal reach or evaluation and used duration. Regarding the implementation guide of teaching, Zais R (1976:96) expressed that “Guided by curriculum, the instructional system employs instrumental content and teacher behavior to actualize outcomes”. Steps of the usage of the gender module constitute the way of the implementation of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. Implementation guide of the gender module is as a direction to speaker or teacher in presenting a gender module in the teaching learning process.

6. LIBRARY RESEARCH 

A book used to support the research is entitled woman rights in Islam and arguments of gender equality in the perspective of Al Koran. The portrait of gender gap in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school is rarely discussed in the previous research. This research is supported by library research as follows:

1. The book written by Asghar Ali Engineer entitled Woman Rights in Islam published by LSPPA Yogyakarta in 2000

The society dominated by males often limits fair equal norms dedicated to females in Al Koran for the sake of males’ authority. Al Koran comparatively is liberal in its treatment towards females and has the same destiny. Formulations, interpretation of theology and Islamic scholars in the middle century must be seen from their sociology perspective when females are seen as a means to continue descent, raise children and give happiness to husband. This is an example of Al Koran decision interpreted as wrongdoing.

Law theory of God can’t be implemented towards slave institutions. The concept of human beings in the modern society is along with the concept of human rights and human dignity. Law of females made by fuqoha (Islamic scholars) in the middle century can’t be accepted by females although it is based on the interpretation of the holy books.  They cannot be accepted their subordinate position.  Females demand equal status with males. They say that every period has its own environment and the interpretation of Al Koran as arts and knowledge. 

Moslem clerics realize that reformation demand in seeing changing condition and because of this reason Imam Ibn Taimiyah said that doctrines of rules along with era change. If Imam Ibn Taimiyah is not a liberal progressive person, those doctrines felt significant. If orthodox cleric like Ibn Taimiyah considers it important so that the law should change according to the change of situation. It is no doubt that Al Koran is revealed to all human kinds and to all periods. Prophet sunnah has two elements namely normative and contextual.  

2. The Book written by Nasiruddin Umar, entitled Arguments of Gender Equality in Al Koran’s Perspectives, published by Paramadina Jakarta, 1999

Prominent differences around the relationship and division of work between males and females in the social life. Relationship form between males developed in the desert society where males dominated females. In agrarian regions females have roles to be independent. In developed countries where advanced technology is dominant; skills are given more priority than gender. The condition and social structure of society economy will influence relationship manners between males and females.

Gender perspective according to Al Koran, various opinions will appear. To act towards this, we must be patient and humble and we must have accurate data, healthy mind, critical mind and healthy arguments whatever opinion we choose as long as we are responsible for that. The understanding and knowledge of gender in Al Koran is never away from the interpretation substance and subjectivity of Ulema and we. 

It is a pity that Nasiruddin Umar often mixes sexual biological needs and gender and even consider them identical in his interpretation. In the leadership and management of making a living Al Koran is often faced with modern life so that there will be many interpretations and its implementation. Gender perspective in Al Koran doesn’t only order the harmony of gender relationship and relationship between males and females, but more. Al Koran also arranges the harmony of relationship manner between human beings, nature and God.

3. The Research of Sukasih entitled Portrait of Gender Inequality in the Islamic Religious Studies in the Elementary School

Gender inequality in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school can be seen from curriculum point of view, supporting books of curriculum materials, unit of subject and ability of teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. Portrait of gender inequality in Islamic religious studies in the elementary school can be described as follows:

1. Curriculum of Islamic Religious Studies in the Elementary School

Curriculum of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school involves dogmatic subject materials. Dogmas presented in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school are according to the Islamic teaching. The Islamic teaching has increased female dignity as gender equality despite its incompleteness.  Gender equality in the Islamic religious teaching has been arranged in Al Koran and As Sunah and Ijtihad so that the curriculum of Islamic religious studies represents gender equality. 

2. Books of Islamic Religious Studies in the Elementary School

Books of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school are generally written by males. Females only support males in arranging the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. Females are not main writers and there are only few females helping males in the arrangement of Islamic religious studies. Male pictures dominate the books of Islamic religious studies. The domination of male pictures in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school becomes an addition information in which gender inequality takes place. Students of elementary school understand the subject from the pictures given. Pictures in the books of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school are the real examples of gender inequality or gender bias. 

3. Unit of Subject of Islamic Religious Studies in the Elementary School

A unit of subject written by teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school involves subject materials according to the curriculum and exercises. The content of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school does not explain and discuss gender bias in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. Exercises do not train students about examples in the book of gender bias.

4. Teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school

The term gender has not been known by teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school in Semarang. Teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school hasn’t known the term gender since they have not gotten the knowledge of gender. Hence, they don’t understand gender equality. Teachers of religious studies in the elementary school teach the subject containing gender bias because they haven’t known the view of gender equality. The teaching of Islamic religious studies takes place because no concept of gender is implemented. 

7. RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

This research is carried out on certain sample by using operational limitation. This research data is gathered by using a means of data collection arranged in the package model of the gender teaching. The technique of data tabulation is carried out by analyzing data gathered according to the procedure.

1. Operational Definition

Gender is an analysis between males and females. In general it can be categorized to feminism about the balance and harmony, from the view that freedom and equality on rationality and separation between public and private world to struggle the society problems on the same opportunities and rights to every individual, including the same female opportunities and rights.

The package model of the gender teaching is the module of gender education so that it is easy to use on the trained regions and the center of teacher activities by using a unit of subject arranged in a unit of module as the teaching materials of gender socialized to teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school.

2. Research Methodology

This research is a pilot project in fixing the learning of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school containing gender bias. Case study will be used in this research. According to Debdikbud (1982:12) research goal is to study the background of the study intensively and the environment interaction of a social unit : individual, group, institution or society.

The following steps will be used in this research namely to formulate the goals, plan the approach, collect data, organize data and information and arrange the report.

3. Research location, population and sample of the research

This research is a pilot project of model of gender teaching to teachers of Islamic religious studies in the elementary school to prevent gender bias by using cluster sampling. Soenarto (1087:35) gave an opinion that “Sampling of group or cluster sampling is used if in the population there are groups because of certain condition by using consideration of administrative for target population”. The place of this research is training region and the center of teacher activities in Pedurungan Subdistrict, Semarang.

4. The Development of Means of Data Collection

A means of data collection used in this research is package model. The package model of the gender teaching is used as a means of data collection. It has been prepared for its validity before the research is conducted. 

5. Observation

The researcher will observe the reality available at school. With direct observation the data will be collected as a description of gender using in the Islamic religious studies in the elementary school. The observation is carried out to get data about teacher participation in using gender.

6. Interview

Interview will be conducted open. Data about teacher activity regarding the change of teaching learning process to gender equality collected through interview. The researcher tries to help respondents based on respondents’ thought and feeling. Interview will be carried out to present gender inequality according to their consideration. 

Data collected from the interview with teachers is to find out the implementation of teacher task according to the process of teaching learning based on gender equality. 
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
