Interview

The interview will involve the class teachers of primary four and five those are selected for the study. The interview of primary four and five pupils of different abilities from all of the ten schools chosen will also be carried out. Six pupils from each of the levels will be selected. These pupils are selected by the writer on the basis of their pretest results and confirmed by the respective class teachers. . The selection will be group into three: Very good, good and fair. The interview for the pupils will focus on pupils’ strategies in mental computation and their attitude towards mental computation. The structured interview will support the findings of the pretest, post test and also the pupils’ attitude survey as the responses of the children will reflects pupils’ skills and abilities in computing mental computation. Teachers’ responses in the interviews are to gather additional information that is useful references for analyzing teachers’ attitude towards mental computation teaching and learning.  It is expected that the clarification from the teachers in the interview will provide the correlation between teachers’ approaches and their perceptions of teaching and learning mental computation.
