The Subjects  and Sample.

The government primary schools in Brunei Muara district is divided into four zones. They are Brunei I, Brunei II, Brunei III and Brunei IV. Five schools are involved in the pre test and post test of mental computation which comprises of 11 class teachers and 1 subject teacher for primary 5 and 10 class teachers for primary four who teach mathematics. Among the twenty two teachers involved in the study, four of the teachers had attended the active mathematics in classroom (AMIC) workshop in the year 2005. School A consists of 26 pupils from primary four and 18 pupils from primary 5. There are about 26 pupils in primary four  and ……pupils from primary five  from school B. The are 61 pupils from primary four and 63 pupils from primary five from school C. From school D there are about 29 pupils from primary 4 and 27 pupils from primary 5 and lastly from school E there are 21 pupils from primary 4 and 18 pupils from primary five. School A, B, C and D are mixed ability pupils, whereas in   school E the population and sample of primary 5 pupils are as lower ability pupils. But the primary four pupils from the same school is a mixed ability pupils. The total number of pupils involved in the study is about 353 pupils.

The other five schools will be involved in classroom observations, responding the questionnaires and also teachers’ and pupils’ interview. Schools F, G and H are in Brunei II, school I is in Brunei III and School J is in Brunei IV.
