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LEGISLATIVE NEWS   

Senate Bill S 991 is in committee. Title: The Registered Nurse Safe 

Staffing Act of 2003. To amend title xviii of the Social Security Act to 

provide for patient protection by limiting the number of mandatory overtime hours that a nurse may be required to work at certain Medicare providers and other purposes.  AORN has not taken a position on this bill yet.

     House Bill 745 Title: Safe Nursing and Patient Care Act of 2003. To 

amend title xviii of the Social Security Act to provide for patient 

protection by limiting the number of mandatory overtime hours a nurse may be required to work in certain providers of services to which payments are made under the Medicare Program.  AORN position is to monitor this bill.
