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CONSTITUTION

Article I:  Name


Section 1.  This organization is known as Dayton Magic Club, Ring #5, of the International Brotherhood of Magicians.

Article II:  Objectives

Section 1.  The objectives of this organization are to organize, associate, and encourage those interested in the practice and promotion of the art of magic and its advancement, and for all purposes set forth in the Constitution of the International Brotherhood of Magicians.

Article III:  Membership


Section 1.  Prerequisite for Membership.  Any member of Ring #5 must first be a member in good standing of the International Brotherhood of Magicians.


Section 2.  Active Member.  Any reputable and desirable person, at least 18 years of age, who has been interested in magic for a minimum of two years, is eligible for active membership.  Active Members are those who qualify, have been accepted, and are in good standing.  Active Members have the right to vote and are eligible for election to office and appointment to committees.


Section 3.  Junior Member.  Any reputable person, over the age of 10 and under the age of 18, who can state in good faith that they have been interested in magic for at least one year previously, is eligible for junior membership.  Junior Members do not have the right to vote and are not eligible for election to office or appointment to committees.  Such member, upon attaining 18 years of age, automatically becomes an Active Member with all rights and privileges.

  
Section 4.  Associate Member.  Any reputable person, at least 18 years of age, who is the spouse of an Active Member or a bona fide assistant of an Active Member, is eligible to become an Associate Member.  Such member has the right to vote and is eligible for election to office and appointment to committees.


Section 5.  Lifetime Ring #5 Member.  Any Active Member of Ring #5 for at least 10 consecutive years immediately prior to age 65 and who has attained their 65th birthday  becomes a Lifetime Ring #5 Member.  Such members have all the rights and privileges of active members.

Article IV:  Officers


Section 1.  The affairs of the Ring are conducted and managed by the Executive Board, which consists of the following elected officers:  President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Sergeant at Arms, Immediate Past President, and five members at large.  The term of office is one year.  The President is not allowed to hold that office for more than two consecutive terms.


Section 2.  The duties of officers are those prescribed by the Bylaws of the Ring and may be amended by a majority of the voting members at any properly convened meeting of Ring #5.  In addition to the prescribed duties, the President has full and complete administrative powers in conducting the affairs of the Ring.
Article V:  Nominations and Elections


Section 1.  Elections are held annually, and the term of office is one year.  Two meetings prior to the election, the President appoints a nominating committee, which reports its suggestions for nominations to the membership at least one week before the meeting in which elections are held.  Nominees by any Active Member may be given to the President in writing at any time prior to the election or presented from the floor during the election meeting.


Section 2.   Elections are by written ballot.  An officer is elected by receiving a plurality of all votes cast by the voting members present.

Article VI:  Business Meeting

Section 1.  One meeting each month is held on a regularly scheduled basis.  The President may call additional meetings of the general membership or the Executive Board.

Article VII:  Quorum

Section 1.  Seven or more members, at least three of whom are members of the Executive Board, constitute a quorum for the purpose of voting upon any question.

Article VIII:  Amendments


Section 1.  Amendments to the Constitution are made at the same meeting at which officers are elected or at the following meeting.  A vote of three-fourths of the voting members present is required to amend the Constitution.

Article IX:  Governing Body


Section 1.  Any provisions within the Ring Constitution and Bylaws that are in conflict with the Constitution and Bylaws of the International Brotherhood of Magicians or laws covering the State of Ohio or the United States of America are superseded by the rules and laws of the latter governing bodies.  Any provisions not covered by the Ring Constitution and Bylaws are subject to the rules and laws of the Constitution and Bylaws of the International Brotherhood of Magicians.

BYLAWS

Article I:  Membership and Dues


Section 1.  Active, Junior, and Associate  Member.  Applicants for active, junior, or associate membership are required to pay the dues for one year, as established by the Executive Board.  Dues are for a calendar year, January 1 through December 31.  A new member joining in the months of July through December is required to pay prorated dues for the remaining months of the year.  Any person who has been a member of Ring #5 within the last five years and asking for reinstatement must pay the full amount of annual dues for the year of reinstatement, regardless of the month.


Section 2.  Lifetime Member.  Lifetime members are not required to pay local Ring #5 dues, but are required to continue their membership in the International Brotherhood of Magicians.


Section 3.  Assessments.  The membership can not be assessed any fees unless approved by sixty-five percent (65%) of all active members.

Article II:  Visitation and Election to Membership 


Section 1.  Any member may bring visitors to a meeting, and any other visitor may attend a meeting, unless the meeting has been declared RING MEMBERS ONLY  by the Executive Board with prior notice in the meeting announcement.


Section 2.  Any visitor is allowed to attend three meetings as a guest of the Ring.  On the third visit, the guest must either become a member of the Ring or cease attending meetings.


Section 3.  Election to membership is by written ballot, with at least two-thirds of the voting members present in favor of the candidate.   

Article III:  Introductory Performance


Section 1.  All new members are required to give a 3 to 5 minute presentation or performance, demonstrating their bona fide interest in magic, at the regular meeting in which their application for membership is submitted or at a time that is specified by the Executive Board.


Section 2.  The presentation or performance can be waived by unanimous vote of the Executive Board.

Article IV:  Resignation, Suspension or Expulsion


Section 1.  Members and officers may resign upon presenting their written resignation to the President.  The President may resign by submitting a letter of resignation to the Secretary.


Section 2.  Non-payment of dues beyond three months into a new calendar year is the equivalent of resignation from Ring #5.


Section 3.  Members may be suspended or expelled, or subject to other disciplinary action, as stated in the Bylaws of the International Brotherhood of Magicians.

Article V:  Duties of Officers


Section 1.  President. The President  presides at all meetings of the organization, including the Executive Board.  The President selects, appoints,  and dismisses committees and individual members to assist and conduct the affairs of the organization.  The President also serves as a member of all committees.


Section 2.  Vice President.  The Vice President assists the President in the discharge of duties and presides at meetings in the absence of the President.  If the President is unable to serve, the Vice President assumes all duties of the President.


Section 3.  Secretary.  The Secretary keeps a true record of all the proceedings of the organization, including minutes of meetings and correspondence, and serves as Ring Reporter unless another individual is so designated by the President.  The Secretary assists the President in the administrative affairs of the organization.


Section 4.  Treasurer.  The Treasurer receives all monies paid to the organization, keeps the monies in a reputable and safe depository, maintains proper financial records, and promptly disburses monies of the organization.  The Treasurer presents an itemized account summary to the membership at the end of each term of office.


Section 5.  Sergeant at Arms.  The Sergeant at Arms assures that the hospitality of the Ring is extended to members and guests and assures that all persons attending closed meetings are members in good standing or approved guests.  The Sergeant at Arms is responsible for assuring good order during meetings and other Ring functions and for the accurate distribution and tally of voting ballots.


Section 6.  Immediate Past President.  The Immediate Past President serves as a member of the Executive Board for the year following term of office.


Section 7.  Member of the Executive Board.  In addition to the above officers, five elected members of the Executive Board assist in the routine business of the Ring, advising the officers and considering and taking action on any proposals.  In the case of the inability of any officer to serve, the Executive Board appoints a successor for the remainder of the present term.  The Executive Board is responsible for investigating any grievances within the Ring and recommending action to address any such grievances.

Article VI:  Committees and Appointed Officers


Section 1.  Committees.  The President, upon the advise and consensus of the Executive Board, may appoint any of the following committees until the end of the President‘s term of office, but is not limited to those listed:  Ethics Committee, Grievance Committee, Auditing Committee, Budget Committee, Admissions Committee, Lecture Committee, Dealers Committee, Sick and Convalescent Committee.  Such committees are not members of the Executive Board.


Section 2.  Appointed Officers.  The President, upon the advise and consensus of the Executive Board, may appoint any of the following officers until the end of the President‘s term of office, but is not limited to those listed:  Legal Advisor, Parliamentarian, Chaplain, Public Relations Director, Ring Reporter, Historian, Newsletter Editor.  Such officers are not members of the Executive Board.

Article VII:  Rules of Order


Section 1.  Meeting Rules.  Meetings are conducted in conformity to the Robert’s Rules of Order, when not in conflict with the Constitution and Bylaws of Ring #5.

Article VII:  Amendments


Section 1.  Amendments to these Bylaws may be made at any business meeting by three-fourths agreement of the voting members present.

Article VIII:  Dissolution


Section 1.  Upon dissolution of this organization and the discharge of its debts and settlement of its affairs, any remaining funds and property of the organization are to be donated to the I.B.M. Endowment and Development Fund or other organization explicitly for the advancement and support of the art of magic.
