Whatever presentation you choose, be sure you can clearly communicate and substantiate these points from your Bible.

a)     Every man is a sinner.
b)     The consequence of being a sinner is eternal damnation.

c)     Therefore every man needs to be saved.

d)     Even though we are sinners, God loves every individual.

e)     One can be saved in only one way:

i)     repent of your sins, turn from them to Jesus Christ, and,

ii)    in faith, verbally accept His offer to save you and become your Lord.

f)   Only faith saves, repentance does not save, nor can any works we do, or qualities we         cultivate, save. Faith alone saves.

g)    Faith is trust and commitment; trust that Jesus Christ can save you; commitment of your soul and life to Him.

h)    You know, beyond a shadow of doubt, that Jesus lives that His resurrection is a fact— for this is the guarantee of the truth of your message.

As a general guide, the points you need to be able to make in your presentation, listed in a logical order, are:
