	A.
	Man is in dire peril, because:   

	
	1.
	All people are sinners.
	"“… he who does not believe has been judged already, (18)…For everyone who does evil hates the Light, and does not come to the Light for fear that his deeds will be exposed. " (20)
	 “There is none righteous, not even one; " (Ro 3:10),  for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, " (Ro 3:23)  "For there is not a just man upon earth, that doeth good, and sinneth not." (Ec 7:20) 

	
	2.
	At death unforgiven sin separates man from God, eternally.
	 "“He who believes in the Son has eternal life; but he who does not obey the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him.”" (John 3:36, NASB) 
	" But your iniquities have made a separation between you and your God, And your sins have hidden His face from you, so that He does not hear." (Isa 59:2) 

	
	3.
	Sin brings judgment and eternal damnation.
	Same
	 “Whoever has sinned against Me, I will blot him out of My book." (Ex 32:33)."And if anyone’s name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire." (Rev 20:15)

	However, God offers salvation, because:

	
	1.
	God loves all sinners and wants to save them from the consequences of their sins.
	"For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life." (16) 
	"But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us." (Rom 5:8)

	
	2.
	Jesus Christ died to save sinners, so salvation is available to all.
	"“And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of Man be lifted up; that whoever believes may in Him have eternal life." (14-15) 
	"All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all." (Is 53:6) 

	
	3.
	Salvation is a free gift available to every person.
	3:16
	"… but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord." (Rom 6:23) "For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; not as a result of works, so that no one may boast. " (Eph 2:8-9)

	C.
	To be saved you need to:

	
	1.
	Repent from your sins.
	
	"But because of your stubbornness and unrepentant heart you are storing up wrath for yourself in the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of God, " (Rom 2:5) "“Therefore repent and return, so that your sins may be wiped away, in order that times of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord; " (Act 3:19) 

	
	2.
	Turn in faith to Jesus Christ to save you.
	"“As Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of Man be lifted up; " (14)"“For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish, but have eternal life. " (16) 
	"That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation." (Rom 10:9-10) " Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved,.." (Act 16:31) 

	
	3.
	Undergo a spiritual change.
	"Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God."(3) 
	"Therefore if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things passed away; behold, new things have come. " (2 Cor 5:17)

	God guarantees this spiritual change:

	
	1.
	Provided you ask Him.
	1. "Jesus answered and said to her, “If you knew the gift of God, and who it is who says to you, ‘Give Me a drink,’ you would have asked Him, and He would have given you living water.” " (John 4:10) 
	“Whoever will call on the name of the Lord will be saved.” " (Rom 10:13: Act 2.21; Joel 2:32) 

	
	2.
	Provided you come to Him through Jesus Christ.
	 (16) "He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God." (18) 
	"Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved." (Act 4:12) "Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me." (John 14:6) 

	
	3.
	This guarantee is extended to everybody who comes to Jesus Christ
	"For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life." (16) 
	"All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; and him that cometh to me I will in no wise cast out." (John 6:37) "The Lord is not slow about His promise, as some count slowness, but is patient toward you, not wishing for any to perish but for all to come to repentance." (2 Pet 3:9) 
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
