CALCULATING 1-VARIABLE STATISTICS

1. Enter values into the list  

Go to STAT, EDIT, and enter the values into the list you want.  If you need to clear the list first, scroll up to the list title and hit CLEAR (not DELETE!) 

2. Sort the values in the list

2nd QUIT to leave the list screen.  Go to STAT, SortA( or SortB(.  Insert the name of the list you want to sort in the parentheses.  This will help you to find the mode, since the calculator does not find it for you.

3. Finding the 1-Variable stats

Go to STAT, CALC, 1-VAR STATS, and enter the name of the list you are using.  Hit ENTER.  A long list of values will appear that you can scroll up and down through.  Below I have typed a list of commonly used statistical information that the TI-83 will give you and where to find it.
