Lesson Plan

Grade: 2
Blackboard

Lesson Summary:

The students will learn information about our Nations Capitol and our state capitol. The information will include the leader, the government, historical buildings, and why their position affects us as a community.

Learning Objective: 

1. Who is our President?

2. Where is our Nations Capitol?

3. How does his job or position affect us in Clovis, New Mexico?

4. Who is our Governor?

5. Where is the New Mexico capitol located?

6. How does his job or position affect us in Clovis, New Mexico?

Problem:

1. Students need to learn to identify the Governor of New Mexico and the President of the United States.  They will achieve this through a virtual field trip.

2. Students need to learn about the Nations capitol and the capitol of New Mexico.  They will achieve this through a virtual field trip.

3. Students need to understand how these leader's position affects them in their own community.

Data Manipulation:  Instruction

1. Students will tour the Nations Capitol and other historical buildings by the capitol on a virtual field trip.

2. Students will tour the State Capitol through a virtual field trip.

3. After the whole group lesson about our Leaders and our Capitols students will log on to Blackboard and take the tours that are selected.

Results and Presentation:

 The students will create a favorite aspect or part of each tour to share with the class.

This can be a picture, poem, or lecture.

Activities: Before using the computer

The teacher will have give whole group instruction on our Nation's Capitol and our government leaders.

The teacher will use the Smart Board to demonstrate how the students will gain access to Blackboard to view the virtual tours selected.

While using the computer:

The students need to keep in mind that they will be presenting their favorite part of the tour through picture, poetry, or lecture, and they will need to take notes during the presentation.

After using the computer:

The students will work on and present their favorite part of the virtual tour.

Supporting Activities:

The presentation of their favorite part of the virtual field trip.

Assessment:

The teacher will observe how well the students follow directions while logging on to Blackboard
