Lesson Plan

Grade:3
Lesson summary: 
The students will create a beginning PowerPoint presentation to present information acquired from interviewing a classmate.
Leaning Objectives and Computer Functions: 
1. Students will set up a basic plan for creating a PowerPoint slide Presentation.

2. Students will be able to compose, type, edit, and present a slide presentation.
3.  Students will get to know their classmates through the interview process
Problem: 
1.  Students need to learn a new and fun way to present and communicate information utilizing PowerPoint.
2. Students need to become acquainted with their fellow classmates and present this information to our class through a PowerPoint slide presentation.
Problem Data: 
1. Students will interview a fellow classmate following the outline that has been prepared by the teacher.

2. Students will learn to put this information into report form and utilize PowerPoint to set up a slide show that they will present to the class.
Problem Statement:  State findings.
Data Manipulation:  Instruction- 
1. The students are in the beginning stages of understanding computer programs and will work as  

     a team to complete this assignment
2. Students will work together to explore and discover the different aspects of organizing a 
    PowerPoint side presentation
a. Students will be responsible for typing text onto PowerPoint slides

b. Students will be responsible for placing simple clipart in their presentation
c. Students will be responsible for changing the color of some text.
Results presentation: 
 Each team will compile a report from an interview and a PowerPoint slide presentation to present to the class.
Activities: Before using the computer-
Students will go through a basic training of PowerPoint and how to present a slide show.

Students will be instructed on the interview process, what is expected out of each interview, how to report this information, and a rubric to follow as they complete the lesson
While using the computer-
The teacher will be available for technical support and more guidance.
Students are also allowed to share ideas or tips from group to group.

 After using the computer- 
The students will practice using their partner as an audience before presenting their information to the class.

They will be responsible for editing each presentation before it is presented to the class

Supporting Activities- 
The supporting activity will be the interview process and turning this into report form for the presentation.
Assessment: 
The PowerPoint Presentation.
