Histology jigsaw puzzle
For this assignment you will create a jigsaw puzzle based on human tissue.  You will be asked to share you work with your classmates to help them to become more familiar with the tissue you did.

Option A-Computer method

1. Go to web page http://www.science.ubc.ca/~biomania/tutorial/tuthisto/outline.htm 

2. Click on the type of tissue assigned to you. 

3. Copy the illustration of the tissues.

4. Use the PAINT program to break the picture into pieces like a jigsaw puzzle.  Please keep the structures intact when making this separation.  The number of pieces in the puzzle will vary according to the tissue type.   Some of you will need to be more creative than others.  Please keep the puzzle as large as possible, but small enough to fit on printer paper.  Do not delete the labels.  Make them a part of your puzzle.
5. Create a template or outline of the completed puzzle on a separate piece of paper.  You may simply trace the original picture.

6. Also on the template give 

a. a list of structures that students must label on the completed puzzle. 

b. The name of the tissue

c. Instructions for coloring the completed puzzle

d. A list of at least 3 characteristics of the tissue.

Option B-drawing method-please choose this option only if you have some drawing talent.

1. Follow instructions above, but you may use your own original drawing as the basis for the puzzle.

2. Use your text as a guide.

3. As you draw, keep in mind students will be coloring their finished puzzle.

4. Create template as listed above!
