Alabama District of Circle K International

Oratorical Award Competition
1. The subject of all orations shall be the Circle K International Service Initiative, Focus  on the Future:  Children.

2. The subject matter and the presentation must be original and completely developed by the orator.

3. Each orator will be allowed a maximum of seven (7) minutes for the presentation.  No more than two (2) minutes can be used for presenting quotations.

4. Each orator can use notes on index cards no larger than 5x7 inches.

5. Each orator must be an official member in good standing with Circle K International, the Alabama District, and his/her club.  Current district officers will not be allowed to participate in the contest.

6. Elimination trials will be held at District Convention on Saturday.  The first place orator shall present the winning oration during awards and entertainment night.  First, second, and third place will be awarded certificates.

7. Each orator must turn in a typed (double spaced) manuscript of his/her speech on letter size white paper to the District Convention Office by Saturday of the convention at 8:00am.  At the top of the manuscript should be the name of the orator and the club he/she is representing.  Clubs may have as many representatives as desired.  This competition shall be judged by a committee appointed by the District Board.
