The David C. An essay, two to three pages, double-spaced, and typed should accompany the nomination.   Essays less than two pages long shall not be accepted.  

All nominations must be received by Governor Rachel or any other district officer by the District Board Meeting prior to District Convention, or they will not be considered.
