The Bob Palmer Award  is presented to an individual who is deemed by the District Board to have rendered outstanding service to the Circle K movement.  Since this award may be given on the basis of contributions for more than one year, it is an award given for life and is, therefore, awarded to an individual only once.

Nominees must have been affiliated with Circle K in a non-member capacity for a minimum of one year.  The accomplishments and contributions of nominees while they were Circle K members will not be considered.  Nominees do not have to be Circle K alumni.

Each club may nominate one individual.  The report is to be endorsed by the Circle K club president and the Circle K club secretary.  Reports without these signatures will not be judged.  Nominations are required to be essay form, two to three pages, double-spaced, and typed.   Essays less than two pages long shall not be accepted.  The essay should include a biographical sketch (campus and community involvement, leadership, scholarship, and character), Circle K activities (service, accomplishment, and impact on organization), and statement of reasons why the individual deserves this award.  

All nominations must be received by Governor Rachel or any other district officer by the District Board Meeting prior to District Convention, or they will not be considered.
