The Bob Snellgrove Single Service Award is given to that Circle K club which, through dedication and unselfish efforts, has produced the best single project or service during the year.

Each club should enter its most outstanding single service activity, whether it is an ongoing project or a one-day event.  Only the project itself, not the length of time the project expands, will be taken into consideration in the judging.

The activity to be entered must be written in a complete report covering all details of the project.  The report is to be endorsed by the Circle K club president and the faculty or Kiwanis advisor.  Reports without these signatures will not be judged.  The name of the projects and your Circle K club should appear at the top of the report.

The activity described may cover any service performed between the period of the 2004 District Convention and the 2005 District Convention.  The report is required to be in essay form, typed (double spaced) on letter size white paper.  Newspaper clippings, substantiating photographs, and any other materials necessary may be included with the essay.

Each club in good standing with the Alabama District of Circle K International may enter only one project to compete for this award.

A maximum of 2000 words may be used in this report.  Entries will be judged in the following areas and must include the specific information requested (See report requirements).

Single service entries will be judged by a committee appointed by the District Board.  First, second, and third place winners will be awarded trophies.  All clubs will be considered equal participants in the contest regardless of membership.

Entries must be turned in to the District Convention Office by the Saturday of District Convention at 8:00 am.

Entries will be judged based upon these criteria:

Need for the Project
10%

Briefly describe why this project was necessary.

Planning and Execution of the Project
25%

Briefly describe necessary planning involved and what actually happened during the execution of the project.

Club Participation
25%

Include total service hours employed in the following categories:  planning, travel, actual project time, and follow-up. 

Include the following numbers and percentages in the essay:

a) Club membership at time of project (For an ongoing project, average the membership for the month(s) of the project)

b) Percentage of club membership participating

c) Number of faculty and Kiwanis advisors participating

d) Number of Kiwanis family (other than advisors) participating

e) Number of campus and community groups participating (state numbers of groups)
