Marla Bertagnolli (AZ Alpha) recently finished a month long full-time volunteer position in the Disaster Public Affairs Department at the American Red Cross National Headquarters.  In August, Marla moved to DC after completing a Master of Science Degree in International Policy and Policy Analysis at the H. John Heinz III School of Public Policy and Management at Carnegie Mellon University in Pittsburgh.  

Not yet having a job and in the early days after Katrina struck, she decided to volunteer at ARC.  In the height of the two major disasters the Disaster Public Affairs Department was fielding hundreds of calls per day.  Marla worked the call center and eventually created a database system for the Red Cross to queue the media requests and to automatically rank their urgency and importance.
