Basic Composition Shapes
1. Triangle – this is the basic form of photography. It demonstrates a vertical, horizontal & diagonal lines found in photographs.
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2. S curve – this is classical composition form. An example of this form is the human body. Take into account the whole frame. This form can add great artistic appeal to a photograph.
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3. Circle – This is something that is going around or in close perspective to the subject.
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4. Radii form – This is found a lot of time in Nature, but can be used in other settings. All the lines lead you to the center of interest. It can be attained in a close-up image such as flowers or animals.
5. L Shaped – This is a two line shape usually intersecting at each of one of the ends of each other. An example of this form is the corner of a window, door a brick or corner stone.

6. Cross form – This form is two line that intersect and cross each other. This necessarily means in the middle or perpendicular to each other. The most common use of this form is used by many church and religions.
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7. Diagonal – This is a single line that can run in any direction, angle or length. An example of this is a fence, edge of a sidewalk or even the side of a tree. This is also a great form to use to lead the person viewing the photograph  into the photograph.
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
