Article I

Name



The name of the organization shall be The Darke County Parks Photography Club
Article II
Purpose



The aim of The Darke County Parks Photography Club shall be to share and promote



photography in and around Darke County.  The members of the club shall work for the



advancement of photographic skills, and the appreciation of photography, both collectively 



and as individuals.

Article III
Membership



Section 1.  
Any person interested in photography, in any of its forms, may become a





member of The Darke County Parks Photography Club.



Section 2. 
Any person may become a member in The Darke County Parks 





Photography Club by submitting an application along with the annual dues.



Section 3.
The annual dues of The Darke County Parks Photography Club shall be





$15.00 for adults and $10.00 for students (grades 7 thru 12) payable at the





time of membership and annually every March.  If a person joins The Darke




County Parks Photography Club after September 30, dues shall be half.



Section 4.
Any member whose dues are in arrears more than three months shall be





declared an inactive member.



Section 5.
Active membership entitles one to participate in all club activities, including





competitions.

Article IV
Mentors
Professional Photography mentors John Cook, Scott Fleming and Craig





Schmidt will have a contributing membership in The Darke County Parks




Photo Club and the cost of these contributing memberships will be

Article V
Officers

Section 1.
The officers of The Darke County Parks Photo Club shall be President,



Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Public Relations Officer.



The duties of the officers shall be as follows:

a. President presides over the meetings of the club.

President is a standing member of the Planning Committee.
President acts as liaison with the public.
President coordinates trips and activities of the club.

b. Vice-President assists the President.

Vice-President assumes the duties of the President in the President’s

 absence.

 Vice-President is a standing member of the Competition Committee.

 Vice-President sets up for Monthly and Quarterly Photo Competitions.

 Vice-President keeps the records of the participants and winners of the

 Monthly and Quarterly Photo Competitions and provides that      

 information to the Secretary.

c.  Secretary tracks competition points.
 Secretary maintains database of member information.

 Secretary takes meeting minutes and provides officers with copies of such.



d.     Treasurer collects the membership dues and issues receipts.

        Treasurer writes checks and balances checkbook.

e.  Public Relations Officer gathers information concerning The Darke

 County Parks Photography Club’s activities to share with the public

  in local newspapers.

  Public Relations Officer keeps an album of club activities in photos

  and articles and competitions.
Section 2.            The officers shall be elected at the Annual Business Meeting of The Darke

              County Parks Photography Club.  The Nominating Committee shall submit


              a slate of nominees.  Nominations may also be made from the members 


              present at the business meeting.  All nominees shall be consulted and agree


              with the nomination prior to the Business Meeting.  Ballots will be passed


              out to the members present.  Those receiving the highest vote for each 


              Office, shall be declared elected to take office at the end of the meeting.  


              Term of office shall be one year.

Section 3.            If the Office of  President becomes vacant for any reason, it shall be


              assumed for the remainder of the term by the Vice-President.

Section 4.            If any office other than that of President becomes vacant, it shall be 


              filled by appointment of the President for the remainder of the term.

Article VI
Meetings



Regular club meetings shall be held at 7:00 p.m. on the third Tuesday of each month.  The



Annual Business Meeting shall be held at 7:00 p.m. on the third Tuesday of March.
Article VII
Committees



Section 1.           The standing committees for The Darke County Parks Photography Club



              shall be the Competition Committee and the Planning Committee.  The




              President will appoint committee members.

a. The Competition Committee shall:

1.    Evaluate and make recommendations on changes concerning

                                           the Monthly and Quarterly Competitions for the Club.

2. Arrange for outside judges for Quarterly Competitions.

3. Establish themes for Monthly and Quarterly Competitions

and distribute the themes at least three months in advance.

b. The Planning Committee shall:

1.     Plan for outside speakers and other club programs.

2.     Plan periodic outings for club members to engage in photo

        shoots and other educational opportunities.

3. Evaluate opportunities for the club to promote its works and

present educational opportunities to the community.

4. Coordinate special exhibits and club sponsored competitions,

 at the Blue Bird Festival, the Annie Oakley Festival Photo

 Shoot-Out and the Great Darke County Fair.

Section 2.
The President on an as needed basis may appoint additional committees



and committee members.

Section 3.
The time and location of each committee meeting shall be announced



at the monthly meeting prior to the committee meeting.
Article VIII
Competitions



Section 1. 
All competitions will be held as a learning tool for all members.



Section 2.
Theme competitions judged by the members will be held monthly.



Section 3.
Quarterly Photographic Competitions with an independent judge will





 be held at least four(4) times a year for members.  Competition rules will





 apply.  A member need not be present to enter the Quarterly Competition.

Article IX
Amendments



The By-Laws may be adopted, revoked, or amended at any regular meeting of The


Darke County Parks Photography Club, providing that the language of the change is



submitted to the membership at the prior club meeting.  The By-Laws may be adopted, 



revoked or amended by two-thirds affirmative vote of the members present.
