Digital Poetry
The poetry unit explores various types of poetry including couplets, ballads, cinquain, metaphor poems, free verse, haiku, and concrete poems.  Figurative language will be a major focus of the unit.  Students will learn how to create metaphors, similes, alliterations, and rhyme schemes to help paint pictures with words.  The culmination of the unit will be a poetry book created by each student and digital poems created by partners which will be shared on the class webpage.

	The SWBAT generate ideas for a poem; collaborate on the writing, revising and editing of a poem; use figurative language to paint pictures with their words; narrate their poem for digital use; choose music and sound effects that relate to the mood of their poem; and insert pictures to help tell the story of their poem.

	Materials:
	Computer, iMovie, links to image clips, audio links or samples to choose from, Storyboard templetes

	Procedures:
	The assignment will be one of the last for the poetry unit.
Day 1

1. Share a poem with students from his writer’s notebook.

2. Explain that adding images and sound to the poem can help tell the story of a poem.  Show students the model (Pocket Rosie) of a digital poem.  Explain that they will create a digital poem similar to the one shown.

3.  They will work with their writing partner to create a poem of choice to add sound effects and images to.

4.  Tell them that they will begin brainstorming and writing their poems today.  They should refer to writer’s notebook to help them generate ideas and choose a style of poetry they would like to write.
5.  Students will have 30 minutes to begin to draft their poem.

6.  Teacher will circulate and conference with students.

Day 2
1. Ask students how their poems are coming.  A few students can share their favorite lines.

2.  Explain that finding the right words is so important, and that today students will revise their poems.  They should look to replace ordinary words with more descriptive and exciting words. 

3.  Model this by revising a poem in my writer’s notebook.

4.  Students will have 15-20 minutes to revise their poem.

5.  After revision students can begin the editing phase, looking for caps and spelling.

Day 3
1.  Explain that today students will begin to plan their digital poem.  

2.  They will use a storyboard to organize their poem, images, sounds, and effects.

3.  The teacher will model this with his poem. (Pocket Rosie)

4.  Students will use the story board to plan out their digital poem-30 min.

Day 4
1.  Tell students that today they will get on the computers to record their voice over and begin searching for images.
2.  Students will rotate recording their voice over so that the teacher can assist individual groups.  Students not recording will be searching unitedstreaming and other image sites for images.  Students will save the images in the lab folder.
Day 5
1.  Explain to students that today they will begin to put the pieces together.

2.  Model how to add images to their movie and a soundtrack under the voice over.  Show students which folder to find audio clips and to go to their lab folder to find the images they saved.  Be sure each group has written instructions for each step-adding images and sound.

3.  Teacher will circulate to address any problems.

Day 6 

1.  Explain to students that today they will add the finishing touches to their digital poem.

2.  They will add sound affects and transition affects to make their projects even more professional
3.  Demonstrate how to add a sound effect and transition between slides.

4.  Remind students that a few affects will add to their poem, but to many can be a distraction.

5.  Show model one more time to reinforce what students are shooting for.
6.  Students will work for at least 30 minutes.

As a celebration of their work, the students will circulate through the computer lab and view each of the digital poems.  They will add comments to the students comment sheet to congratulate each other.

	The teacher will use a rubric to assess the students’ digital poem.
