Remember that there is still a way to vote if you cannot attend the meeting!  Please email Mandy Mill (blackmill@comcast.net) prior to the meeting if you are using the following method:

1. A number of absent members sufficient to complete a quorum, based on the actual number of voting members in attendance at the meeting in question, arrange to submit their votes by proxy.  To vote by proxy, a member must:
a. Notify the president in writing of her intent to vote by proxy prior to the time the meeting is called to order

b. The notice must include the name of the member she has designated to cast a vote on her behalf.  The designated proxy will then be permitted to cast two votes on each order of business, one for herself and one on behalf of the absent member.

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Directions to the Meeting

· Via I-95
Take the 273 exit heading towards Newark (west). Go through 1) the light at the ramp, (2) the light between neighborhoods, (3) the light coming from Rt 4, (4) the -first- turn to Red Mill Road, and make a RIGHT turn at the 5th light (second sign for Ruthar Drive/Red Mill Rd, at the bottom of a "hill"). There is a continuous turn lane to make a LEFT turn at the Light, which puts you on Red Mill Road. Go under the Ags Kapu train bridge (you'll understand when you see it) and go past several housing developments on both sides of the street. When the road straightens out and there's a sudden absense of shade, look for a 'children crossing' sign. When you see it, put on your left blinker (500 ft notice is polite) and prepare to turn LEFT onto Andries road in Red Mill Farms. If you hit the intersection or pass the 7-11, you went too far. So you're on Andries. Take the first (and only) LEFT onto Bisbee. Follow Bisbee around an S-curve an over 2 speedbumps. End up at a 3-way! stop . Wave. My house is right smack in front of you, brown and white 2 story colonial, flagpole in the front. If you miss it, I reserve the right to point and laugh. (j/k)

 

· From Downtown Newark:

Take Kirkwood Hwy (route 2) out of town and towards Wilmington. When you pass the light near Pizza Hut, slow down a little. As you pass the Taco Bell, put on your RIGHT turn signal (500 ft notice). There are 3 little brick houses between the Taco Bell and Cordele Road (big sign with white letters will say Red Mill Farms). At the stop sign (make sure you look both ways 'cause stupid people make the illegal turn), BEAR LEFT. Go over the speedbump, straight at the junction with Dunbar, and over another speedbump. End up at a 3-way stop. My house is to your 2:00, brown and white 2 story colonial, flagpole in the front. 

 

 

· From Uptownish Kirkwood Highway:

Take Kirkwood Hwy south towards Newark. There is an intersection with a BP station and the Shoppes of Red Mill on your left, and a church with a graveyard to your 1:00. The street to the right is Polly Drummond Hill Road, the street to your left is Red Mill Road. Make the LEFT. Pass the 7-11 on yoru left and take the first RIGHT onto Andries Road into Red Mill Farms. Take the first (and only) LEFT onto Bisbee. Follow Bisbee around an S-curve an over 2 speedbumps. End up at a 3-way stop. Wave. My house is right smack in front of you, brown and white 2 story colonial, flagpole in the front. If you miss it, I reserve the right to point and laugh. (j/k)
