…’A Rose by Any Other Name’…or A Fraternity By Any Other Name?….

The History of How We Got Our Name

I wanted to take a look at our organization and knew that we were once a professional music fraternity for Women, but apparently we’re not exactly called that anymore…(you learn something new every day!) I also knew that at one time, we were a sorority, but we’re not called that anymore either. (Who knew??)  I was also trying to figure out how we lost the “for women” thing…somehow, I missed that too ( .

According to the new book, Sigma Alpha Iota, A History by K. Marie Stolba, our organization has gone by several names.  As early as their first meeting on June 12, 1903, Frances Caspari referred to the group as the “Sigma Alpha Iota Sorority.”  This changed slightly in the Articles of Association that were completed on December 1, 1904.  In this document, our organization is incorporated as “Sigma Alpha Iota”.  There was no mention of the words “sorority”, “professional”, or “honorary”.

It appears that later the Constitution was slightly changed.  From 1909 to 1920, Article I of the Constitution was reprinted in the annual Year Books.  Our organization’s name was now, “the Sigma Alpha Iota (SAI) Sorority.”  Even though that was our official name, members began to think of more detailed names to more clearly describe our group.  Around 1903, some women of SAI began referring to themselves as an “honorary music sorority”, however this was not made official by the fraternity’s governing board.

At the convention in 1922, delegates voted to call us “Sigma Alpha Iota Professional Musical Sorority”, but they changed it again in 1926 to remove “Professional” from the name.  The debate about the name continued for several years until 1927.  A legal amendment was finally passed to the Articles of Association on October 21, 1927.  Our group would officially be called “Sigma Alpha Iota-International Musical Fraternity for Women.”  This was the first official and legal name change for SAI.

Sometime, between 1927 and the mid-nineteen-seventies, SAI began calling themselves “Sigma Alpha Iota Professional Music Fraternity.”  That seemed to settle our name game for a while, until 1976 when a Chicago attorney informed the National President of SAI that our organization was improperly using that name.  Our legal incorporated name from 1927 was still “International Music Fraternity for Women.”  To add to the mistake, our legal name was in violation of the Title IX Education Amendments of 1972.  Title IX prohibits sexual discrimination in educational activities at schools receiving federal funds.  The federal government’s interpretation of the law required open membership in all “professional” fraternities (just think…we could have had brothers and sisters!).  SAI was advised to change their name to be in accordance with this law.  At the time, a proposed amendment to the Articles was drawn up but it appears that the legal name change was not filed at this time.

Finally in 1998, fraternity leadership decided to make the legal change to our current name to bring us into legal compliance.  On October 17, 1998, a Certificate of Amendment to the Articles of Association of Sigma Alpha Iota was signed by National President Virginia A. Johnson, officially changing our name from “Sigma Alpha Iota-International Music Fraternity for Women” to “Sigma Alpha Iota-International Music Fraternity.”….Whew…sounds good to me! ( 

We’re still looking for the next person to share their chapter history and memories with us for the Spotlight Chapter.
