CODE OF CONDUCT

1. Under no circumstances are the skills taught in class to be used on an unwilling participant excepting in cases of self defence

2. Participants are not to strike one another unless supervised by an instructor

3. Participants must change away from the training area whenever practicable
4. Swearing is to be avoided during training times

5. Sexist, racist or otherwise prejudice comments or actions are to be avoided at all times

6. Sexually suggestive comments or actions are to be avoided during class times

7. Comments/actions which may offend other classmates or instructors are to be avoided
8. Instructors and assistant instructors are to be treated in a respectful manner at all times

9. Students must act under the direction of the instructor and assistant instructors at all times

10. Concerns/questions regarding the running of the class or the syllabus should be taken up after class unless there is a perceived immediate danger

11. Participants are to follow the principles of etiquette included in the grading syllabus (noted below) unless otherwise instructed

· Bow to fellow students

· No talking when an instructor is talking

· Always wear a clean, neat & tidy uniform

· Always turn your back to your instructor or partner when fixing your uniform

· Always keep finger and toe nails clean and trimmed

· No shoes to be worn in the dojang

· No leaning against walls, hands on hips or arms crossed during class

· Don’t wear jewellery during class

· Don’t walk through the middle of a class, walk around the outside

· When “relaxed” place hands behind back or with thumbs hooked into front of belt

· Always treat your Instructors, fellow class mates and training equipment with respect

· When working with a partner, if you don’t know them always ask their name and shake hands 

· Always approach people with the spirit of friendship
Breaches of the Code
· Minor to moderate misdemeanours will receive a verbal caution from the instructor present. Eg. “Take it easy”, “probably not the best thing to do”, “this isn’t really the place for that”, “We could talk about that outside of class”.
· Continued minor to moderate misdemeanours will receive a verbal warning. Eg. “Please stop that”, “If you keep that up then I’ll have to ask you to sit out”. 
· Serious infringements will result in removal from class and an out of class discussion.

· Very serious or repeated infringements may result in expulsion from participation in classes.  This decision must be passed by a majority vote in the council and the person in question will have an opportunity to defend their actions.
